« performing at least two minutes of uninterrupted single rescuer CPR (five cycles of both compressions and ventilations) on an adult resuscitation
manikin placed an the floor

+ performing at least two minutes of uninterrupted single rescuer CPR (five cycles of both compressions and ventilations) on an infant
resuscitation manikin.

For this course, you will need to:

» provide photo ID to the trainer on the day of the course
» bring a pen and paper
» wear casual clothing.
